•	 Mission Education: that combines Jesus’ ministry to both physical and spiritual needs. Remembering 
that we’re not “fixing them…” but sharing God’s love and mercy with another child of God, as equals.

•	 ”The Take Home Peace…” If you make time to join us in Christ’s ministry, you won’t return home the 
same person.

We believe that the “Peace, Accomplishment, Satisfaction” that you experience on short term mission trips 
is important but your mission experience is not complete until it has changed the way you live everyday…

It has been my experience for the past 25 years in pastoral ministry that churches that are involved in the
